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8. Methodology
Data Collection
1. Source: LinkedIn public job listings, United Kingdom
1. Collection period: March 2026
1. Collection method: Apify LinkedIn Jobs Scraper (curious_coder/linkedin-jobs-scraper) via Apify API
1. Total unique listings after deduplication: 1,019
1. Deduplication: By LinkedIn job ID
Search Scope
Searches targeted non-technical office and administrative roles across the UK. Over 100 distinct search queries were used, covering: finance assistants, payroll administrators, credit controllers, sales coordinators, customer service advisors, HR coordinators, office managers, marketing coordinators, procurement assistants, compliance officers, legal assistants, project administrators, receptionists, data entry clerks, events coordinators, and similar roles. The aim was a broad cross-section of everyday office work rather than specialist technology positions.
AI Detection Method
Each job description was scanned for two categories of terms:
1. Named AI tools and platforms (e.g., ChatGPT, Copilot, Claude, Gemini, Midjourney, etc.) — 34 terms
1. AI-related terminology (e.g., artificial intelligence, machine learning, generative AI, prompt engineering, AI tools, etc.) — 31 terms
All matching used word-boundary regular expressions to prevent partial matches (e.g., “word” does not match inside “keyword”). The term “bard” was excluded due to false positive matching with “Lombard,” and standalone “prompting” was excluded as it commonly appears in non-AI contexts (e.g., “prompting clients”).
AI Requirement Classification
Jobs referencing AI were further classified by proximity of the AI term to requirement language:
1. Required: AI term appears within 200 characters of words like “required,” “essential,” “must have,” “mandatory”
1. Preferred: AI term appears within 200 characters of words like “preferred,” “desirable,” “advantage,” “beneficial”
1. Mentioned: AI term appears in the description but not near requirement/preference language
Role Classification
Jobs were categorised by title keywords into: Finance & Accounting, Sales & Business Dev, HR & Recruitment, Marketing, Office & Admin, Customer Service, Legal & Procurement, and Project & Operations. Jobs not matching any category were placed in “Other.”
Limitations
1. LinkedIn public search returns a limited number of results per query. The sample is not a random probability sample of all UK job listings.
1. The study captures only explicit mentions of AI in job descriptions. Employers may expect or value AI skills without stating them.
1. Some job descriptions may mention AI in the context of the employer’s product rather than as a skill required of the applicant.
1. The “Other” category (549 jobs) is larger than the named categories because many job titles do not map cleanly to the predefined classification keywords.
1. Seniority levels are as assigned by LinkedIn and may not perfectly reflect actual role seniority.
